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AUDITOR GENERAL’S REPORT ON THE ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENTS OF

Opinion

The Royal Audit Authority (RAA) has audited the accompanying Annual Financial Statements of
the Royal Government of Bhutan (RGoB) for the financial year ended 30 June 2020 and summary
of explanatory information, which comprise:

i. Consolidated Receipts & Payments Statement and Schedules forming part of it;

ii. Summary of Original and Revised Budget Estimates and Variations with Actual Outcome;
iii. Government Consolidated Account Reconciliation Statement;

iv. Statement of Outstanding Loans;

v. Statement of Equity Portfolio of the Government;

vi. Statement of the Operations of Refundable Deposits Account, Revolving & Trust Funds; and
vii. Summary Statement of Arrears of Revenue.

The audit was conducted by the RAA as required under the Audit Act of Bhutan 2018, the Public
Finance Act of Bhutan 2007 & Public Finance (Amendment) Act 2012, and the Financial Rules
and Regulations 2016.

In RAA’s opinion, the aforementioned Financial Statements together with Schedules attached
thereto, including the Notes to Accounts have been prepared, in all material respects, in accordance
with the Financial Rules and Regulations 2016.

Basis of Opinion

The RAA conducted its audit in accordance with International Standards of Supreme Audit
Institutions (ISSAIs). Our responsibilities under those standards are further described in the
Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are
independent of the Ministry of Finance, in accordance with RAA’s Oath of Good Conduct, Ethics
and Secrecy of Auditors, and we have fulfilled our responsibilities in accordance with the
requirements outlined in this Code.

Other Matter

As per the information made available by the DPA, there are 733 Letter of Credit (LC) Accounts
and Project Letter of Credit (PLC) Accounts during the period under review. Of the total, the RAA
had audited for 45% of the total accounts (264 LC Accounts and 64 PLC Accounts) as on
24/03/2021 for the Financial Year ended 30 June 2020. For the remaining Accounts, the RAA had
verified the year-end accounts generated from the ePEMS and relied on the controls instituted by
the DPA.

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1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The original budget for the Fiscal Year (FY) 2019-20 was Nu. 61,197.307
million against the estimated resources of Nu. 54,619.197 million. This
resulted in overall negative balance of Nu. 6,578.110 million and financing
gap of Nu. 3,008.807 million. During the FY, the budget was revised to
Nu. 67,534.352 million and the resources to Nu. 56,781.837 million which
resulted in overall negative balance of Nu. 10,752.515 million and financing
gap of Nu. 6,202.196 million.

At the close of the FY, the total actual expenditure was Nu. 57,572.283 million
against the total realized resources of Nu. 54,603.868 million. This resulted in
overall negative balance of Nu. 3,385.374 million, which is 1.79% of Gross
Domestic Product (GDP)'.

With total external borrowing of Nu. 5,303.270 million and a total repayment
of Nu. 1,787.586 million, the financing surplus stood at Nu. 870.963 million
which is about 0.46% of GDP. After discounting the internal repayment of
Nu. 11.403 million and adjusting the negative opening balance for FY 2019-
20 of Nu. 377.160 million, the Government fund position at the close of the
FY stood at positive Nu. 482.400 million. The principal amount of T-Bills
outstanding at the end of the FY was Nu. 1,594.840 million.

The Government outstanding debt stock as on 30th June 2020 was Nu.
215,369.842 million (US$ 2,846.548 million?) which is about 113.68% of
GDP. The Government Equity Holdings and Government Guarantees as on
30th June 2020 were Nu. 113,251.778 million and Nu. 4,994.541 million?
respectively.

2. BASIS FOR PREPARATION

The Annual Financial Statements (AFS) reporting on the budgetary operations
of the Royal Government of Bhutan (RGoB) for the FY 2019-20 has been

The statements and schedules presented in the AFS reflect the
financial position of the RGoB as on 30™ June 2020.

377.160 million but ended with a positive balance of
Nu. 482.400 million.

5.1. DOMESTIC REVENUE

The total domestic revenue realized during the FY was Nu. 36,218.876 million,
an increase of 4.35% from the preceding fiscal year mainly driven upward by
Non-Tax Revenue (90.04%) and Personal Income Tax (47.88%). Tax revenue
accounted for 62.93% of the total revenue while non-tax revenue accounted
for 37.07% of the total. The domestic revenue accounted for 19.12% of the

GDP.

A statement of domestic revenue collected during the FY 2019-20 and its
comparison to the FY 2018-19 is presented in Table 4.

5.1.1. REVENUE GROWTH

The total domestic revenue increased by Nu. 1,511.206 million (4.35%)
during FY 2019-20 from the previous fiscal year. The rise in revenue growth
was mainly from withdrawals from the income of quasi-corporations (Nu.
4,964.950 million), Personal Income Tax (Nu. 741.691 million), and Dividend
(Nu. 1,200.352 million)

The revenue was adequate to finance 62.91% of the total expenditure for FY
2019-20 as against 78.79% in the previous FY. The lower coverage of outlay
by internal revenue in FY 2019-20 was due to increase in percentage change
in outlay in the fiscal year compared to increase in percentage change of
revenue. While the revenue rise by 4.35% in FY 2019-20 from the prior year,
the total outlay increased by 30.69%.

5.2. EXTERNAL GRANTS

During the FY 2019-20, the Government received external grants of Nu.
16,425.750 million, an increase by 58.29% compared to the preceding FY.
The Gol providing 69.67% of grant continues to be the major source of
external grant. During the FY, the external grant was able to finance 28.53%
of the total expenditure.

5.3. BORROWINGS

5.3.1. INTERNAL BORROWINGS
During the FY, the Government has raised T-Bills with maturities ranging
from 30 to 180 days from the domestic market to meet the cash shortfalls and



finance resource gap. The principal amount of T-Bills outstanding at the end
of FY was Nu. 1,594.840 million.

5.3.2. EXTERNAL BORROWINGS

The government has borrowed Nu. 5,303.270 million from external donors
during the FY 2019-20 which included direct disbursement of Nu. 124.902
million by ADB for Urban Infrastructure, SASEC Transport, Trade Facilitation
& Logistics Project and Phuentsholing Township Development Project and
Nu. 102.031 million by JICA for Rural Electrification Project (Phase-II). The
external borrowing recorded an increase of Nu. 1,870.698 million (54.50%)
as compared to the previous fiscal year.

The borrowings were mostly on concessional terms from bilateral and
multilateral development partners. The summary of external borrowings

during the FY 2019-20 is presented in Table 6.

5.6. NATIONAL RESILIENCE FUND

In light of the exceptional circumstances and the need for novel strategies
to strengthen economic resilience and boost development, the National
Resilience Fund (NRF) has been established under the command of the
His Majesty the King with a fund size of Nu. 30,000 million. The NRF is
mobilized through internal and external resources. The fund from NRF is
transferred to the Government Budget Fund Account (BFA) to implement the
approved activities.
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During FY 2019-20, the total NRF fund received in the BFA amounted to
Nu. 5,390.000 million. It is used for financing the Druk Gyalpo’s Relief Kidu
(DGRK) activities comprising of DGRK Income Support Kidu and DGRK
Loan Interest Payment Support Kidu.

6. OPERATIONAL RESULTS

6.1. GOVERNMENT EXPENDITURE
This section presents the application of government funds. The government
uses its receipts to pay the following broad categories of expenditures:

1. Current
2. Capital
3. Repayment
4. Lending

The total expenditure for the fiscal year 2019-20 increased by Nu. 13,518.150
million (30.69%) from the previous fiscal year.
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Composition of government expenditure

The current and capital expenditure accounted for 96.75% of the total
payments for the fiscal year 2019-20, and the capital expenditure accounted
for 37.05% of the total expenditure. The expenditure composition depicted the
major increase in both current expenditure (27.93%) and capital expenditure
(35.38%). The major increase in current expenditure is due to Druk Gyalpo’s
Relief Kidu and a capital increase is contributed by Road Construction and
Capital Grant to Non-Financial Institutions.

The loan repayments were 3.00% of the total, and on-lending accounted for
0.25% of the total payment.

6.1.1. CURRENT EXPENDITURE
The current expenditure for the fiscal year 2019-20 totaled to Nu. 35,525.354

million an increase by 27.93% from the previous fiscal year.

The five categories of current expenditure (Figure 4) combined accounted for
74.83% of the total current expenditure.

The largest element in the current expenditure accounting for 42.20% of the
total current expenditure is pay & allowances followed by current grants with
12.54% and then Druk Gyalpo’s Relief Kidu was 7.04%.

6.1.1.a. DRUK GYALPO’S RELIEF KIDU (DGRK)

The Druk Gyalpo’s Relief Kidu (DGRK) activities comprised of DGRK
Income Support Kidu and DGRK Loan Interest Payment Support Kidu. The
Relief Kidu granted by His Majesty The King during these difficult times was
aimed to provide immediate financial support to distressed individuals for
their sustenance. Besides defraying living expenses and sustaining demand
for goods and services, the Royal Kidu would also boost morale and provide
assurance and hope despite the current hardships.

In FY 2019-20, Nu. 2,502.088 million was incurred under DGRK of which
Nu. 679.091 million was for DGRK Income Support Kidu and Nu. 1,822.997
million for DGRK Loan Interest Payment Support Kidu.

6.1.1.b. INTEREST PAYMENTS
The total interest payment made during the FY amounted to Nu. 831.631
million. This consists of Nu. 133.789 million on internal borrowings and Nu.
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697.842 million on external borrowings. The summary of interest payments
for FY 2018-19 and FY 2019-20 is presented below:

The total capital expenditure for FY 2019-20 was Nu. 22,046.930 million,
an increase by Nu. 5,761.460 million or 35.38% as compared to the previous
fiscal year.

The major portions of the expenditure were for the construction of roads and
buildings. These two categories combined accounted for 41.44% of the total
capital expenditure. The capital grant to various agencies/institutions made
up 11.14% of the total capital expenditure. The nine SOEs combined received

6.1.4. ON-LENDING

The Public Finance (Amendment) Act of Bhutan 2012 permits the government

to borrow and on-lend to state enterprises and other legal entities. Considering
the importance and to achieve the rural electrification program of the

11FYP, the program still continued in 12FYP, the Government has availed

concessional loans from bilateral and multilateral development partners.

During FY 2019-20, the Government has borrowed Nu. 44.504 million from
ADB and Nu. 102.031 million from JICA as presented in Table 17. These
amounts were on-lent to BPCL to continue the rural electrification works and

for the development of Phuentsholing Township.

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8. ACHIEVEMENT OF FISCAL TARGETS

The broad fiscal policies and targets set for the FY 2019-20 has been
successfully achieved as below:
* Fiscal deficit maintained at 1.79 % of GDP against the fiscal policy
target of 3% of GDP.
* Domestic revenue fully covered the regular current expenditure
(109.68%).
* Domestic revenue surplus financed 9.68% of the capital expenditure.
* Non-hydro debt was maintained at 28.52% of GDP against the target
of 35% of GDP.
» Debt service was maintained at 6.2% of exports of goods and services
against public debt policy threshold of 25%.

9. GOVERNMENT DEBT POSITION

The total public debt outstanding (domestic & external debt) as on 30™ June
2020 was Nu. 215,369.842 million, which is about 113.68% of GDP. The major
increase is contributed by Mangdechhu’s Interest During Construction (IDC)
amounting to Nu. 12,256.699 million, additional borrowing for Covid-19
from ADB and World Bank, and program borrowing for financial market
development program of Nu. 300.000 million. Of the total, domestic debt was
Nu. 1,986.721 million and external debt was Nu. 213,383.120 million (USS.
2,820.290 million). The total external debt accounts for 99.08% of GDP.
The total principal loan repayment during the fiscal year was Nu.1,787.586
million.

9.1. DOMESTIC DEBT

As on 30" June 2020, domestic debt was Nu. 1,986.721 million. The domestic
debt comprises of Nu. 1,600.000 million of outstanding T-Bills (principal
& discount) issued for the cash management, financing resource gap, and
to facilitate the timely release of funds to implement the externally funded
projects. It also includes Nu. 386.721 million of loan availed from the NPPF
for the construction of staff quarters at Phuentsholing hospital and for Bhutan
Hydropower Services Limited. Domestic debt accounted for 0.92% of the

total public debt.
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9.2 EXTERNAL DEBT

As on 30" June 2020, total external debt was Nu. 213,383.120 million (USS.
2,820.290 million), accounted for 98.08% of the total public debt. Of the total
external debt, 28.41% was convertible currency debt and 70.67% was Rupee
debt. The Rupee debt includes Rs.7,000.000 million Standby Credit Facility
availed by RMA from Gol for meeting the balance of payment obligation.

Of the total external debt, hydropower debt constituted Nu.192,220.973
million accounting for 89.25% of the total external debt. The non-hydro
power debt stock was Nu. 54,023.525 million accounting for 28.52% of GDP,
which is below the threshold of 35% of GDP as prescribed by Public Debt
Policy 2016.

The outstanding Rupee loan from the Government of India stood at Rs.
152,197.448 million as on 30" June 2020 with Rs. 145,197.448 million
as hydropower debt stock representing 95.40% of the Government’s total
outstanding debt to Gol. The details of the Gol Rupee debt are as below:

The basis of preparation and presentation of Financial Statements of
the Royal Government of Bhutan

Statement of Compliance

The Annual Financial Statements (AFS) of the Royal Government of
Bhutan (RGoB) for the Fiscal Year (FY) 2019-2020 have been prepared
by the Department of Public Accounts (DPA), Ministry of Finance (MoF)
in accordance with the provisions of the Public Finance Act (PFA), 2007
and Public Finance Amendment Act 2012 and the Financial Rules and
Regulations (FRR), 2016.

Basis of Preparation of the Accounts

The Consolidated Receipts and Payments Statement is based on the
monthly accounts of the budgetary bodies recorded in the electronic
Public Expenditure Management System (e-PEMS), and other statements
are based on the information received from other relevant agencies and
organizations.

Internal Borrowings

The fund received through the issuance of treasury bills (T-Bills) is
directly received in the Budget Fund Account (BFA). The repayment
thereof is also routed through the same Budget Fund Account. The details
of the T-bills raised and redeemed are disclosed in the subsequent note
below under borrowings. Only the net amount, if any, at the end of the FY
is reflected in the internal borrowings and outstanding loans.

Cash Balances

The opening and closing cash balances of the budgetary bodies are
included in the Consolidated Receipts and Payments Statement (CRPS) as
a government cash balance. During FY 2019-20, opening cash amounted
Nu. 84.403 million and closing cash Nu. 217.956 million, of which Nu.
2.917 million included in closing balance is the correction amount for
RBE, Delhi and is not available in actual cash.
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2. External Grants
The grants received during the FY are reported on a net-basis. During the
FY 2019-20, the Government received a total grant of Nu. 16,425.750
million, which is about 8.67% percent of the Gross Domestic Product
(GDP). The total receipts increased by 21.52% percent over the last FY.

3. Borrowings*

Like grants, loans were also reported on the net-basis, and it excludes the
refund of external borrowing amounting Nu. 1.869 million. The total net
borrowings by the Government amounted to Nu. 5,303.270 million for
the FY 2019-20. During the fiscal year, opening T-Bill was Nu. 4,200.00
million, Nu. 34,100.000 million was raised through the issuance of series
of treasury bills for the purpose of cash management, of which Nu.
36,700.000 million was redeemed and a balance of Nu. 1,600.000 million
was rolled over to the next fiscal year.

Loan repayment

The principal repayment of loans during the FY 2019-20 amounted to
Nu. 1,787.586 million. This consists of Nu. 11.403 million for internal
borrowings and Nu.1,776.183 million for external borrowings.

On lending

The loan proceeds which are on-lent to the State-Owned Enterprises
(SoEs) prior to 2014 were denominated in Ngultrum with interest rate
higher than what RGoB normally pays to the external creditors. This is
because the exchange rate risk is borne by the RGoB and the amount
recovered from the SoEs are generally less than what is repaid to the
creditors due to exchange rate fluctuations.

However, from the year 2014, the RGoB has started on-lending to the
SoEs on the same terms and conditions as in the original Loan Agreement
with the exchange rate risk passed on to the SoEs. On lending’ during the
FY 2019-20 was Nu. 146.535 million.
